DEPARTURE of TROOPS – It was nearly daylight on Saturday morning before the two regiments bound for Cumberland got off – the issue of arms and clothing having occupied all afternoon and nearly all night.

Camp Curtin being one of the best locations in the State for quartering troops, owing to the facilities for immediate transportation in any direction in which their services may be required, will soon be filled up again by companies now organizing in different sections of the State, that have been ready to march for months.

It is now probable that two of the regiments in camp at Easton, organized a day or two ago by Gen. M’Call, will be ordered to the new camp at New Freedom, in York county.

Another regiment will be formed out of the companies at Camp Curtin this week. It has already been informally organized, but now that arms and uniforms are supplied, there is no doubt but what it will speedily be equipped and sent forward, when the camp will again be left in charge of new recruits.
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
