On last Monday night a body of about two hundred volunteers from Tioga County passed through Sunbury on their way to Harrisburg; on the next morning a still larger body came down from the same region, and were provisioned here by the ladies commissary arrangements. Another body went through on Tuesday night. Those going through at night unfortunately were not fed on account of the lateness of the hour at which they made their passage. 

On Wednesday morning nearly a regiment from Bradford and neighboring counties, filling 11 cars, and numbering about 6oo men, came down. They arrived here at eleven, some of them not having had anything to eat for twenty-four hours, and were in good appetite for the preparations made for them here. After they had arrived here it was discovered that they could not go on to Harrisburg, as they had received no requisition to the Governor to that effect. 

Our citizens at once determined to lodge and provide for the regiment until they could go on. Accommodations were provided for them in the Court House, the Lutheran, Methodist and German Reformed Churches, and the Presbyterian and Episcopal Sunday School rooms. The ladies assembled in the Grand Jury Room to which place the provisions were conveyed, and supper prepared. Under the direction of one of the officers of the regiment, the provisions were taken in baskets, with hot coffee, to the different places where the men were lodged. Giving two meals to so large a number of men, with the previous supplies given, ran our town pretty dry of provisions, so wagons were again sent among our farmers for further contributions, who responded nobly to the call and contributed generously. Our glorious ladies worked till 11 o’clock on Wednesday night in the Grand Jury, preparing breakfast for the soldiers, which was served to them on Thursday morning at 7 o’clock. Orders being received from the Governor to come on, our soldier guests left for Camp Curtin, in the 10 o’clock train Thursday morning.

Upon inquiry, we have discovered the following facts with this body of volunteers: There were 4 companies from Potter, Elk, McKean and Cameron counties, commanded by Col. Kane, and Captains Eldred, Winslow, Blanchard, and Overton, and 3 companies from Bradford county, Captains Mason, Gore and Bradbury. Col. Kane is from Philadelphia, and brother of the lamented Dr. Kane, the Arctic explorer.
